The Republic of Armenia has received financing from the International Development Association (IDA) toward the cost of the Disease Prevention and Control Project, and intends to apply part of the proceeds for the “Assessment of hospital care protocols/guidelines development for treatment of diseases and hospital care quality improvement program development and implementation”.
The consulting services (“the Services”) include:

(i) examine the legal framework and develop detailed mechanisms and suggestions on how to  ensure a standardized and uniform approach to disease management in Secondary and Tertiary health care level in Armenia; 
(ii)  develop and adapt clinical guidelines/protocols and patient management practice briefs on 119 diseases to Armenian reality.
(iii)  up-to-date if necessary the 147 guidelines.
(iv) The development of the clinical guidelines/protocols and patient management practice briefs should be based on the requirements of the Minister of Health’s Order No. 2630 dated on December 28, 2011.
The contract for consulting services is expected to start in March 2016. The duration of the assignment is ten (10) months after commencement of the assignment.

Interested Consultants should provide information demonstrating that they have the required qualifications and relevant experience to perform the Services (brochures, descriptions of similar assignments, experience in similar conditions, availability of technical resources to do the work, etc). The short listing criteria are: 

1. Overall experience of the consultant in the field of the scientific research – min 5 years.
2. Number implemented guidelines – at least 4 guidelines.
