The Republic of Armenia has received financing from the Eurasian Fund for Stabilization and Development (Anti-Crisis Fund) toward the cost of the Irrigation System Modernization Project and intends to apply part of the proceeds for consulting services.  
The consulting services (“the Services”) include preparation of Detailed Design Package for rehabilitation of 4 main and 22 secondary canals of ISMP, the preparation of environment and social impact assessment (ESIA) report, including Environmental and Social Management Plan (ESMP), or self-standing ESMP for each construction contract, and implementation of Author’s Supervision of construction works. The design shall be based on field engineering and geological surveys, environmental and social studies, water management calculations and economic analysis.
The Consultant will carry out the assignment in three phases:

· Phase I. Feasibility study of the project including engineering investigations, preparation of Preliminary Design, technical report, environmental and social screening reports and economic analysis. The preliminary duration of Phase I is 4 months.
· Phase II. Detailed Design Package, which comprise technical sections of Bidding Documents based on Standard Bidding Documents, Procurement of Small Works, The World Bank, April 2015 (Drawings, Technical Specifications, Bill of Quantities (BOQ), Environmental and Social Impact Assessment (ESIA) report including Environmental and Social Management Plan (ESMP), or self-standing ESMP and RAP (if required). Phase II will start after successful completion of Phase I. The preliminary duration of Phase II is 8 months.
· Phase III. Author’s Supervision during civil works. Phase III will start together with corresponding Civil Works. The tentative launch of Phase III is April 2018, and approximate duration of civil works is 26 months.
The “Water Sector Projects Implementation Unit” State Agency (“Client”) now invites eligible consulting firms (“Consultants”) to indicate their interest in providing the services. Interested Consultants should provide information demonstrating that they have the required qualifications and relevant experience to perform the services (brochures, descriptions of similar assignments, experience in similar conditions, availability of technical resources to do the work, general qualifications and number of the key staff (CVs are not required), etc).

The shortlisting criteria are: 

I. Firm’s general experience (core business and years in business),
II. Firm’s experience in the field of the assignment (number of years in the sector and similar assignments implemented in the last 10 years),

III. Technical and managerial capacities of the firm (managerial and organizational structure, office equipment, etc.), 
IV. Firm’s regional experience (Armenia/CIS countries).
The attention of the interested Consultants is drawn to paragraph 1.9 of the World Bank’s Guidelines: Selection and Employment of Consultants under IBRD Loans and IDA Credits & Grants by World Bank Borrowers, January 2011, revised as July 2014 (“Consultant Guidelines”), setting forth the World Bank’s policy on conflict of interest.

Consultants may associate with other firms in the form of a Joint Venture (JV) or a Sub-consultancy to enhance their qualifications (please clearly state the status of association, e.g. JV or Sub-consultancy).

A Consultant will be selected in accordance with the Quality-and Cost-Based Selection (QCBS) method set out in the World Bank’s Guidelines: Selection and Employment of Consultants under IBRD Loans and IDA Credits & Grants by World Bank Borrowers, January 2011, revised as July 2014 (“Consultant Guidelines”).
