2. Price and payment

2.1. The Contract Price of the Goods amounts to
VAT excluded. The price
includes delivery of the Goods to the Buyer’s Site

and all transportation costs including, customs

expenses and fees, taxes, and insurances.

2.2. The payment for the Goods shall be
completed within 20 days from mutual signing
of Acceptance Protocol, based on presented and

signed invoice and Acceptance Protocol.

2.3. All payments according to this Contract
shall be made through bank transfers in AMD.
The bank fees at the Supplier’s bank are at the
Supplier’s expense, the bank fees at the Buyer’s
bank are at the expense of the Buyer.

3. Performance guarantee

3.1. At the signing of this Contract, the Supplier
shall secure the preformance of its obligations by

submitting a banking guarantee or depositing on
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the banking account, in the amount of ----- % /-

3.2. The banking guarantee or the deposit
amount shall be returned to the Supplier within
30 days /thirty days/ after bilateral signing of the

4. Terms of delivery

5. Acceptance

5.1 Acceptance Protocol shall be signed by the
Buyer if the Goods are delivered properly and in
full in compliance with Appendix 2, including
elimination of all discovered Deficiencies.

5.2 The acceptance of the Goods shall be without
prejudice to warranty rights of the Buyer under
this Contract.

Deficiencies are discovered, mutual deficiencies

If during acceptance of Goods any

act should be executed. In that case the Buyer is
entitled at its discretion to require elimination of
the Deficiencies or replacement of the Goods
with Deficiencies within a reasonable term, but
not more that within 15 days and/or to require
proportional reduction of the price of the Goods
and/or assign the elimination of the Deficiencies
or delivery of the Goods to third persons at the
cost of Supplier.

5.4 After the elimination of the Deficiencies the
acceptance is made in the same way as for the
initial delivery.

5.5 If only part of the Goods is with Deficiencies,
the Buyer is entitled to accept only the Goods
which are without Deficiencies.

5.6 In case the Buyer rejects the Goods, the price
will then not be due for payment. The payments
that the Supplier may possibly have already
received for the rejected Goods must be

6.4 The correction of the Deficiencies within the
Warranty Period is carried out at no cost by the
Buyer, at the expenses of the Supplier.

6.5 The elimination of the Deficiencies or
replacement of Goods with Deficiencies or any
part thereof within Warranty Period is to be
done within reasonable timeframe, but no more
than within 15 days.

6.6 The Supplier warrants that the Goods
supplied to the Buyer under this Contract fully
correspond to the requirements and terms as
defined by this Contract and warrants to deliver
the Goods with proper quality and in accordance
with the Purpose defined by this Agreement.

7. Responsibilities of the Parties

7.1 For violation of the supply terms defined by
this Contract the Buyer is entitled to require
from the Supplier to pay a penalty for
delinquency of each day in the amount of 0.2%
of the total price of the Goods.

7.2 In the event the Supplier does not respect the
term for eliminiation of the Deficiencies or

replacement of the Goods with Deficiencies in
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the defined timelines, the Buyer is entitled to
request a payment of penalty for each day of
delay in the amount of 0.1 % of the total price of
the Goods

8. Contract termination

8.1 The Buyer has the right to unilaterally
terminate this Contract at any time with 7
(seven) days prior written notice to the Supplier
without any further financial or other
obligations, except for non-executed obligations,
for which this Contract shall terminate upon full

execution.

8.2 In the event of breach of any of the
conditions of this Contract by the Supplier, the
Buyer may unilaterally terminate this Contract
by giving a Supplier 7 days prior written notice
and allowing at its discretion up to 30 (thirty)
days to cure the breach. The Contract shall
terminate on expiration of the cure period if the
Supplier has failed to cure the breach, with no
other formalities or court intervention being
required.

9. Force majeure
9.1 The Parties shall be exonerated from the
liability for non-execution or half execution of
the obligation envisaged by this Contract if it is
the result of the force majeure influence which
has arisen after signing this Contract and which
Parties could not foresee and prevent. The
mentioned situations are earthquake,
inundation, fire, war, declaration of state of
emergency or martial law, political movements,
termination of the means of communication
work, governmental bodies’ acts, etc., which
make impossible the execution of the obligations
foreseen in this Contract. If the force-majeure
continues more than 3 (three) months each
Party is entitled to terminate this Contract with

a prior notice.
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10. Supplementary provisions

10.1 This Contract shall enter into force from
the moment of its signature and remains in force
till full performance of its obligations by the
Parties.

10.2 The amendments and additions to this
Contract shall be discussed by the Parties
mutually and defined in a separate agreement.
10.3 The Parties shall inform each other about
