The Republic of Armenia has received the financing from the World Bank toward the cost of the Irrigation Systems Enhancement Project (ISEP), and intends to apply part of the proceeds for consulting services. 

The consulting services (“the Services”) include:

- Evaluate the current technical state of irrigation system and the required priority investments (including for construction and rehabilitation). The works shall be implemented for 13 WUAs. A software instrument has been created with corresponding database where the Consultant will collect all the data and assessments. 
The Consultant has to: 

· assess the current technical state;
· assess the total and priority investments (including for construction and rehabilitation) based on the principle of improved safety, water supply and efficiency;

· enter all the collected data into the corresponding database;
· plot all the irrigation system on plans. 

The contract for consulting services is expected to start in October of 2017. The duration of the assignment -7 (seven) months after commencement of services. 

The “Water Sector Projects Implementation Unit” State Agency (“the Client”) now invites eligible consulting firms (“the Consultants”) to indicate their interest in providing the Services. Interested Consultants should provide information demonstrating that they have the required qualifications and relevant experience to perform the Services. The shortlisting criteria are: 

(i) firm`s general experience (core business  and years in business) - 20 points;
(ii) firm`s experience in the field of the assignment (number of years in the sector and similar assignments implemented in the last 10 years and experience in preparation of database for software packages) - 40 points;
(iii) technical and managerial capacities of the firm (managerial and organizational structure, up-to-date office, laboratory and monitoring equipment, etc.) - 30 points; and
(iv) firm’s regional experience (Armenia and/or neighboring countries) - 10 points.
The attention of the interested Consultants is drawn to paragraph 1.9 of the World Bank’s Guidelines: Selection and Employment of Consultants under IBRD Loans and IDA Credits & Grants by World Bank Borrowers, January 2011, revised July 2014 (“Consultant Guidelines”), setting forth the World Bank’s policy on conflict of interest.

The Consultants may associate with other firms in the form of a Joint Venture (JV) or a Sub-consultancy to enhance their qualifications (please clearly state the status of association, e.g. JV or Sub-consultancy). In the case of a JV, several are required: (i) a power of attorney for the authorized representative of each JV member, (ii) a power of attorney for the representative of the lead member to represent all JV members, and (iii) a “letter of intent” or a copy of an “existing agreement”. In case of winning, each member will be jointly and severally liable to the Client for all the Consultant’s obligations under this Contract.

A Consultant will be selected in accordance with the Quality-and Cost-Based Selection (QCBS) method set out in the Consultant Guidelines.
