2.The Armenian Water and Sewerage CJSC now invites sealed bids from eligible bidders for Procurement of vehicles  consisting of 3 (three) lots, MWP-B2.6/2-7:

The Bidders may submit Bids for one or more lots. 

3.Bidding will be conducted through the International Competitive Bidding (ICB) procedures specified in the World Bank’s Guidelines: Procurement  of Goods, Works and Non-Consulting Services under IBRD Loans and IDA Credits & Grants (January 2011) (“Procurement Guidelines”), and is open to all eligible bidders as defined in the Procurement Guidelines. In addition, please refer to paragraphs 1.6 and 1.7 setting forth the World Bank’s policy on conflict of interest.

4.Interested eligible bidders may obtain further information from Armenian Water and Sewerage CJSC and inspect the Bidding Documents at the address below during office hours from 9.00 to 17:00 (local time ) 

5.Qualifications requirements include:

(i) Financial Capability*

The Bidder shall furnish documentary evidence that it meets the following financial requirement(s): The Bidders should demonstrate having financial resources or access to credit line equal to the proposed Bid Price.

(ii)  Experience and Technical Capacity , if Bidder is Manufacturer or Local Authorized Representative/Distributor: 

The Bidder shall furnish documentary evidence to demonstrate that it meets the following experience requirement(s): min three (3) years’ experience in supply and/or manufacturing of different means of transportation/vehicles 

(iii)   Successfully completed contracts for supply of similar goods in the past 3 years, if Bidder is not manufacturer: *

If a Bidder is not a manufacturer, but is offering the Goods on behalf of the Manufacturer under Manufacturer's Authorization Form (Section IV, Bidding Forms), the Manufacturer shall demonstrate the above qualifications (i), (ii), (iii) and the Bidder shall demonstrate that it has successfully completed at least one (1) contract of similar goods in the past 3 years (similarity means the nature of contract, i.e. supply and/or manufacturing of different means of transportation/vehicles)

* These criteria shall be considered separately for each lot, which means that Bidders submitting Bids for three lots should meet this requirement cumulatively.

The Local Bidders should submit a reference (issued not earlier than 15 days prior to the bid submission deadline) on not having any arrears to the RA Tax authorities.
